What role will the Victoria in Future population forecasts play in determining the
manner in which the future zones are to be applied?

What public consultation processes are envisaged by the Department as being
necessary at a local level when it comes to secking to apply the zones? And 15 1t
anticipated that Planning Panels will be established to consider community comments
received in relation to the proposed translations?

Whether the Department believe any existing LPP models are sufficiently
sophisticated to provide (apart for localised schedule variations) for a direct
translation into the proposed framework?

The - believe the Department should provide some examples of how
translation for inner Melbourne Council’s could occur.

What processes do the Department propose to mtroduce to ensure that all Councils
apply the new zones in a manner that ensures that a consistent approach is taken to
this important planning mitiative?

Will the Minister impose some guidelines around how long the ‘transition’ process
should take?”

Will Council's be obliged 1o apply all three proposed zones within a specific
municipality?

What role does the Department see the Mixed Use Zone playing in Council’s which
have used it to reinforce areas where substantial change is presently encouraged?

How will the VCAT be instructed by the Department in relation to considering
*housing” ssues through the wranslation from the existing zanes to the new zones?

How will this existing DDO provision be addressed.  The expectation of the ISMMF
is that existing controls will be translated without the necessity for further review and
justification.

It 15 considered beneficial thet the above questions and others raised by individual
Council's, are addressed at the commencement of the second phase of this process. In
considering the manner in which this may be done, the I consider that an
opportunity may exist to create a draft Practice Note which specifically tackles the
questions identified above and provides Council planners with a ‘heads up’ regarding
future implementation.  The opportunity to create a transparent consistency in the way
all Council’s approach the task of implementation is considered most important from an
equily and broader policy delivery perspective.
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The IR 2150 belicve that the zones should be sufficiently flexible in relation to
what they allow in the schedules to provide for translation of existing Design and
Development Overlay Controls (ie Foreshore Height Controls) into the new zoning
regimes to remove unnecessary ‘control” duplication. As such it is recommended that
consideration be given to the Department undertaking a short desk top review of
cxisting schedules to Design and Development Owverlays to ensure that wherever
possible translation can be accommodated, based on the mechanisms within the zones to
he made available. The group wishes to however reinforce that any such exercise needs
to be done colleboratively with the relevant Councils.

The - would further encourage the Department to ensure that upcoming
exhibition of the final form of the zones is sufficiently resourced to ensure meaningful
consultation occurs with communities at a local level. It is recommended the
Department review the consultation process undertaken to this time and seek the advice
of the MAV about how this may be able to be further improved to create a greater level
of community understanding about the basis for the changes envisaged.

The I believe that it would be useful to involve a senior planning representative
from one of the four Council’s who have participated in the Inner Melbourne Action
Plan to provide *hands on’ context for the unique challenges facing inner Melhourne as
further discussions on the zones are advanced within the Department.

Finally it is apparent that implementation is likely to occur in 20009, by which time the
next round of Local Government elections will have occurred and mevitably new
Councillors will be elected. It s suggested that the Department begin collzborating with
Local Government peak bodies to cnsure comprehensive training programs are
developed and available for Councillors by the time considerations regarding
implementation are formally reguired.
