The new zones should be rolled cut in an appropriate manner (with full public consultation) espacially if thay
are removing the notification and review requirements. The new zones must be able to retain the current
polcres of the Shire. Changing the Residential 1 Zone to the Substantial Change Zone would hava some
significant impacts on landowners.

The propased new zones do not propose fo replace the LDRZ. The LDRZ currently allows more than ana
dwelling on a block. If a the Shire applied the LCZ and restricted second dwellings on the lots, this could
aeffectively put some pressure on LDRZ areas for further development Many LDRZ areas in this Shire are
relativaly metropolitan and are sewered.

As mentioned in Question 9, allowing a number of other uses in the SCZ would imply that it is a potential
replacement for the MUZ/B2Z but without the capacity for public consultation. Thare seems to ba a blurring
of the intent of this Zone. The Shire feels & it unclear whether the Department is trying to create an activity
cenire zone of a residential zone, Further Lo his, if the current residential zones (with modified schedules)
achieve the same thing as the proposed new zones, is there reason 1o change tham?
