The SCZ has the potential to be utlised for some nl'_51rategi: redavelopment sites. However,
the limitations imposed by some of the proposed zone provisions resirict the polential use of the zone, Far

example, in assessing the potential application of the zone Council looked at 3 number of brownfield
redevelopment siles. These are sites where Cound is actively seeking increased housing intensity and
diversily. The limitations include;

» The requirement for the preparation of detailed multiple schedules at the time of rezoning. Rezoning
of a brownfield redevelopment site often includes the application of a DPO or DDD. These overlays
facilitate the assessment of that finer level of detail to be undertaken later in the process.

s Specifying a maximum height of 12 metres (4 storles) could imply 4 stories is permissible on all
areas of the sile, whereas development on the boundary of the site (nesghbouring existing singla
storey development) would need to be single or double storey only. Preparing separate schedules
for multiple areas within a single site would become cumbersome and problematic.

Az part of the diversity intant of the zone affardable housing should be addressed, Given the references in
Melboumne 2030, as well as other State and Federal Government polickes, thare needs to be a wider
discussion of how affordable housing (both secallcommunity housing as well as affordable market housing)
could be encouraged in the zone. The impact of the SCZ on affordable housing 15 a significant gap in the
current process.
