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Commenis:

Council notes that the Discussion Paper is based on broad concepts of three new residential zones. Furiher
comment will be sought kater in the year whan detail of the new zones will be made available for comment. it
t5 al the time when detail of ihe three new Residential zones is made available that the real implications will
e known.

Overall Council supports the concept of the new zones. We feel this will enable Council to develop planning
controls that refiect community aspirations for tha developmeant (or not) of an area. This would provide for 2
better outcome than the current ‘one cap fits all* application of tha Residential 1 Zone across Hume and
Victoria, which resulls in tha use of a complicated range of owertays, policies and other controls to make the
residential zone responsive 1o local needs.

Council’s concerns are focused around how the new zones will be applied. Council wowld not suppart the
direct fransiation of the existing residential zones to the new zones as has happenad in the past with he
infroduction of the Grean Wedge zones and new rural 2ones. In Council's view this process lacked
transparency and should not be repeated. Council would suppart the infroduction of the new zones based
on strategic planning and consultation with the community, through a process initiated by Council,

Furthermaore, Council would not support the mandatory application of the new zones or their intreduction by a
set time. Rather they should ba introduced into the planning sysiem for Council to apply in response io
community aspEations and upon completion of sirategic planning for ereas.

Furthermare resowrce alocation and funding requirements should also be considered 1o allow Council to
implemant these zones within @ reasonable timelrame.
