The zones as proposed will be of limiled use to rural Council's, as they are clearly focusad on identifying
ways of promoting development. Many smaller townships are undergaing decling. and the key issue is to
address amenity impacts of non-residential uses that may seek io become established in Townships, and io
limit the loss of commercial properties to non-commercial activities. The ability 1o have different schedules to
the Township zane may &ssist Council in managing these processes, as the size and complexity of
townzhips vary greatly throughout the region.

Further to this, land that is zoned Rural Living and Low Density Residential often abuts land in tha Farming
Zone. The purpose of the Farming Zone seeks to ensure that non-agricultural uses, particularly dwellings.
do not adversely affect the use of land for agriculfure, yet an inlerface betwean Farming Zoned Land and
Residantizlly zoned land exisis for all setements in the municipality, A schedule that explicitly states the
context of a particular area may be useful in gvercoming a belief that LDRZ and RL are not just targe lat
Residentizl 1 amenity areas, bul are in fact a transition to agricufturally productive land. A similar expression
of amenity may provide a similar service for development in activity cantres,

The introduction of these zones and the option to have multiple schedules posses the question as to how
much transitional work will be required o create a new schedule  If these proposed zones ane introduced in
a manar that require Council to undertake more work in order 1o have the new rones operational then their
ntrodiction will be a major impesition on Council resources. Government granis must be made available so
that Councils can carry out any strategic planning work that i required to implement the mew residential
zones. Care should be taking in the drafting of any new zone 1o ensure they are workabie from day 1
