MNew Residential Zones for Victoria

Comments:

The Township Zone 15 currently apphied to a number of smaller towns within the Shire of Campaspe
which do not have the capacity to support the extended suite of zones. Whilst the Township Zone
allows for the development of a single dwelling without the need for a planning permit and provides
for a range of indusiniel, commercial uses in appropnate locations. [t does not protect the
commercial and industnal development from the encroachment of residential uses. This has lead o
2 tendency for existing shops within the main streets of a number of towns being used for

dwellings. Therefore limiting commercial investment and growth of these smaller centres.

It is sugpested that a permit could be required to use the ground floor of an existing building for a
dwelling where the street sethack of the building is less than 2 meters.

Consideration should be given to reviewing the remaining residential zones in particular the
Township Zone as part of this discussion paper.
