Comments:

Some of the standards that should be able to be varied are :
minimum street setbacks,

private open space,

side and rear setbacks,

site coverage,

overshadowing.

There may be other more specific requirements which may also need o be addressed in the new zones for
example within ma&and as contained in the Planning Scheme: setbacks and
minimum/maximum height limits for podiums. Clarification is required from the Department as to how these
sorts of elements could be addressed in the new zones

Some additional standards may also be required to be included in order to translate existing controls (eg
DDOS Residential areas surrounding activity centres and along main roads) including minimum lot size,
building height and fence height.

O Strongly disagree height eg podium heights.

Council is concerned, however, that within the Discussion Paper the minimum
height of a building in the Substantial Change Zone is 12m. There are some
areas to which this zone could apply where we would be seeking to apply a
lower height limit of between 9-11m in order to directly translate our existing
planning scheme requirements.

As noted above, Council would want the ability to specify mandatory maximum
height limits as opposed to a more flexible control, which might see developers
pushing the height limits.

’ Question 8

What other measures do you think should be introduced to assist with increasing housing intensity
and diversity in strategic locations?

Comments:
