





Eastern Golf Club. The Eastern Golf Club, currently situated on Doncaster Road Doncaster,
on the western perimeter of Manningham is relocating to the Lilydale area and the Doncaster
land is on the market, intended to be sold. 47 hectares of absolutely beautiful land with many
trees and species of wildlife......... “the western lungs of Manningham” its uniqueness is
unsurpassed . Approximately 10 years ago that land was rezoned residential with few if any
residents being made aware of the rezoning. It is imperative that the zoning of the Eastern
Golf Club land be returned to its previous zone ie Special Purpose —Recreation.

The western sector of Manningham will have no Open Space if the golf club land is sold for
residential development. With the sale of the land and the new residential zones being
proposed the area will be deprived of adequate Open Space. The Golf Club is adjacent to
“Doncaster Hill”” an area that Manningham Council and the State Government have
designated for high rise and high density apartment dwellings. This will result in further
pressure on existing infrastructure and local neighbourhood character so it is vital that the
golf club land be retained and preserved for the whole community, as well as the local
residents, for obvious reasons.

KMQ believes that the introduction of residential zones across Victoria does not (sufficiently)
take into account the significant differences between many areas across metropolitan
Melbourne. What would seem appropriate for inner suburban Melbourne is not necessarily
applicable for the outer suburbs ie the new zones are not automatically transferable to the
expansive, wide, leafy tree-lined low density features of a significant proportion of the
municipality of Manningham.......... so KMQ foresees problems associated with the new
zones being introduced in Manningham as they would erode the provisions of the
Manningham Planning Scheme currently in place.

KMQ’s vision for all residents of Manningham is to ensure that planning within the
municipality protects their amenity and quality of life and secure as much open space as
possible in order that the ‘livability’ of Manningham is maintained.
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
